Club’s all breed and obedience shows.  The only change in our weekend events was the change of venue for 
earthdog.  This proved to be a wonderful choice as we were hosted by the Hamilton Hunt Club Grounds just 10 
minutes away in Caledonia.  Hamilton Hunt’s Hank and Carly Martin were terrific in making sure our event went 
well.  The site was beautiful with rolling hills running along the Grand River with good cover created by the jumps 
throughout the fields.   
 

Friday started out with rain but 
thanks to Hamilton Hunt, we were 
able to replace the two pop-ups we 
lost the day before while we set up 
with the club house’s shelter.  It 
took 8 of us to walk the shelter from 
the club house, through the fields

Following right after Sweepstakes, the National Specialty started with Margaret Curtis of Tyne & Wear, 
UK judged our exhibits.  Margaret did a thorough examination of our dogs with emphasis on the 
important aspects of our standard. Here are the results with Margaret’s critiques through third place 

 
Specialty, Regular, Non-Regular & Unofficial Classes - Margaret Curtis - Matamba - Tyne

When invited to judge Border Terrier Canada’s National Specialty it came at a very sad 
time in my life as my husband had died very suddenly 12 months before. When 
accepting judging appointments outside of the UK he would, when possible, travel with 
me. So on show day he was very much in my thoughts, but the warm welcome and 
hospitality of  the Officers of the Club and the sporting way the exhibitors accepted my 
decisions was greatly appreciated. 
 

Special thanks to Judith Orsi for looking after my daughter Louise and myself prior to 
show day and for stewarding for me on the day. 
 

Overall I found the dogs I handled were in good condition and acceptable in their weight 
and I saw some of the best mouths with the biggest teeth that I have seen for a long 
time and some very nice otter type heads. Movement I found was sound enough behind 
in almost all of the dogs but the problem in the front movement of some of the dogs was 
some very upright shoulders and should be watch closely in your breeding program. I 
had no problem with the texture of the coats and thickness of the pelts but one or two 
had been stripped of their undercoats. 
 

I found two things that in my opinion need watching - first was the overall size of some 
of the dogs (and bitches) some of them were just too fine in every department, and the 
other was the colour, the standard states blue and tan. I know that there is no mention 
of the word ticking in the standard but it is the ticking that breaks the solid black coat 
and gives us the appearance of the blue colour. Without any ticking it becomes a solid 
black. The presentation of the dogs was a credit to the owners and thank you for the 
opportunity to judge your dogs. 

 

 JUNIOR PUPPY DOG 

1. Radland’s Conundrum In The Sin Bin (see sweepstakes) 

Smart blue and tan puppy with good harsh coat and thick pelt, nice reach of neck and good top line, narrow body 
with nice length of rib, easy span, overall a well balanced puppy. His head needs time to improve and at this age 
he has time on his side. His ears look big but are the right shape and are close to his cheek. He has a great mouth 
with large teeth and a strong muzzle. On the move he was sound enough behind and loose in front - just what you 
could expect of a 7 month puppy. 

2. Radland’s Roschel Breeze (see sweepstakes) 

Same kind of comments as winner with regards to the head. He too had a thick pelt and good jacket with a nice 
reach of neck and a racy body, the right amount of bone but not so settled on the move as winner.  

3. Bandersnatch Jansim Poets Corner (see sweepstakes) 

More mature puppy than 1st and 2nd with a real otter type head, strong muzzle and large teeth, sadly the bite was 
a little rye. His jacket was harsh and he had a good pelt. Not so positive on the move. 

 

SENIOR PUPPY DOG

Overall picture looks a strong dog throughout & I could span him. Has a good type of head, would have liked to 
see the ears a little smaller to give better expression. A strong muzzle and a first class mouth with good reach of 
neck, nice top line, tail well set on, nice bend of stifle, moved very soundly. Sadly no ticking in this blue jacket and 
without the ticking to lift the colour it becomes a solid black.

Good otter type of head with strong muzzle and big teeth, harsh  jacket but lacked undercoat. Nice top line and 
tail set, a little strong on the rib, not so positive in front movement.
